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God sends his prophet Jonah to the people of
Nineveh: 40 days from now their city will be
destroyed. But then the people repent, and God
changes his mind.

Our Psalm today reminds us that God is more
powerful and more reliable than money.

Paul wants us to get our priorities straight: our
eternal life and our relationship with God is far
more important than our present life and our
feelings.

Jesus begins to tell people about the coming of
God’s kingdom. And recruits his first disciples: a
few fishermen whom he wants to fish for people
instead.

While our life often seems to be all about having stuff, having
success, having friends, the apostle Paul wants us to
reconsider. For example, does it really make sense to say:

“SO AND SO HAS HUGE
PHOTOSYNTHESIS.” 77?7
